
Rotary’s highest honor recognizes those who demonstrate Rotary’s motto, Service Above Self (SAS), by volunteering their time and talents to help others.  The SAS Award (SASA) is an ideal way to recognize non-Rotarians in our community, as well as Rotarians, who are doing wonderful things in ongoing, quiet, non-compensated ways. 

Rotarians are eligible for the SAS nomination if they have performed continuing humanitarian service in any form, but especially those who actively help others through Rotary. Awards are not presented solely in recognition of one’s performance in an elected or appointed Rotary assignment, and financial contributions to The Rotary Foundation or specific projects are not a consideration.

Note: Up to seven nominees maybe presented with this prestigious recognition each year, with less than ½ of the total awardees made up of Rotarians.

Nominee Eligibility Requirements

· Nominees should have extended themselves in volunteer efforts benefitting fellow Rockfordians and who have made our community a better place to live.

· The activity(ies)/event(s)/issue(s) for which a person is nominated may not be related to the nominee’s work.

· Nominees must not receive any compensation for the activity(ies)/event(s)/issue(s) for which they are nominated.

· Up to two letters of support should be included with a nomination.

· No posthumous nominations accepted.

· Rotarian nominees must be members in good standing.

· If a person has already received a Service Above Self award from Rockford Rotary:
· At least 10 years must have elapsed before they are eligible for nomination;
· The basis for the second nomination must have occurred entirely after the first award;
· Second-time awardee nominations will be considered a separate category;
· No more than two second-time nominees will receive an additional award per year.
