
Rotary’s highest honor recognizes those who demonstrate Rotary’s motto, Service Above Self (SAS), by volunteering their time and talents to draw attention to a community event/issue.  The Community Impact SAS Award (SASA) is an ideal way to recognize non-Rotarians, Rotarians, or organizations that are creating community awareness in non-compensated ways. 

This Community Impact Award is given to an individual, organization, formal/informal group that used its time and talent to create/continue community wide awareness through volunteer efforts.

Nominees may be for-profit or non-profit but no compensation is paid to any person involved.

Only one nominee will be selected each year to be presented with this prestigious recognition.

Nominee Eligibility Requirements

· Nominees should have extended themselves through volunteer efforts only.

· The event/issue may not be related to an individual’s, organization’s, formal/informal work.

· No compensation may be received for these efforts.

· Up to two letters of support should be included with a nomination.

· When describing a nominee’s achievements, be gender neutral by only using the word “nominee” in place of “he/she/they” or nominee’s name.

· No posthumous nominations accepted.

· Rotarian nominees must be members in good standing.

· If a person has already received a Service Above Self award from Rockford Rotary:
· At least 10 years must have elapsed before they are eligible for nomination;
· The basis for the second nomination must have occurred entirely after the first award;
· Second-time awardee nominations will be considered a separate category;
· No more than two second-time nominees will receive an additional award per year.
